Dear Mr. Reuvers:

I’ve reviewed your letter of November 11, 2005, and find it an empty threat worthy of sanctions.
As you are aware, the October 24, 2005 Order dismissing the prior case was expressly based on jurisdictional issues.  As you are aware, the order did not hold that the Complaint was frivolous.  As you are aware, this matter was not dismissed with prejudice.  As you are aware, the claim of Rice County Land Use, Inc., has not been addressed on its merits.  Statements otherwise are false.

Because this matter has not been addressed on its merits and has not been dismissed as frivolous or with prejudice, you have no legal basis for your threats.  Given that there is no legal basis for your threats, I will proceed with Rule 11 sanctions against you and your client if you persist.

The jurisdictional issues for which the prior suit was dismissed have been cured – the A.G.’s Office and MPCA have been served and the Notice has been published.  As you know, you have 20 days from the date of service to file your Answer.  This Complaint will be decided on its merits.
